· CODI - The meeting is in Pittsburgh on November 07/07, it is driveable so everyone should plan to attend

· RSS Feed - Guelph's to pull archival historical photos to the OPAC to use as screen saver.  RSS feed needs maintenance, could do list of new books and send to email.  Cambridge, RSS feeds for cover art.
· IE7 - It causes Circulation Horizon buttons to disappear.  Need to uninstall and then re-install.  SD does not support IE7.

· Microsoft has patches for Daylight Savings.

· RFID - Hamilton is piloting RFID in 3 branches by end of April using libramation.  One site will be basic, one with self checkout and basic, one with check in material sorter, self checkout and basic.  Kingston and Toronto will introduce RFID soon.  Whitby has had RFID since May 2005 with Libramation.  Whitby wanted the new library to be technologically advanced and they now have 4 self check machines with 62% of check outs done at the self check machine.
