Questions from the OHDUG cataloguing breakout session: February 1, 2007
1. Is it still possible to directly search for, retrieve and edit item records with Horizon 8.0 (i.e. without having to first retrieving the bib record)?  

2. Does Horizon 8.0 retain the “preferred call number” functionality? Is it possible to have Horizon automatically generate a call number from the MARC call number tag of the bib. record when creating a new item record?  
3. What features does Horizon 8.0 have in term of making global changes to MARC tags?

4.  We anticipate having to replace our dot matrix label printer with a laser printer in the near future.  What steps should be followed when making this switch?  Are there any known problems when generating labels with a laser printer?    
5. What are the new authority control features in Horizon 8.0?  Is it possible to identify valid / invalid authorities in the bib. as opposed having look at the actual authority record?  One suggestion was to have the system generate an “authority sequence number” to be displayed on the MARC bib. record.
6. How many bibliographic records can Horizon 8.0 accommodate?  How many item records per bib. record?  

7. How are acquisitions and cataloguing functions integrated in Horizon 8.0?  We are particularly interested in the system’s ability to help us 

- identify duplicate bib. records 


- avoid creating duplicate bib when using acquisitions / processing new orders
8. 13 digit ISBNs.  What upgrades are necessary to accommodate 13 digit ISBNs on pre-8.0 versions of Horizon?

It is designed for use in school board libraries and can accommodate English / French subjects headings as well as sub-divisions commonly required in school board library catalogues (e.g. ESL materials, schoolbooks etc.).
