Concerns about Training for 8.x

· With many school locations each with different staff, the concern of how to train all of these staff members to use the new system is a concern

· Our initial launch of Horizon was staggered and staff were given access following training, however, once the database is converted, each location will be waiting to receive training and for some boards, that will mean 500+ people to train as quickly as possible

· As a group, we are looking to each other and to SirsiDynix to help provide training support in the form of online training applets that a staff member could view in order to learn the basics of the system

· One option amongst the group of us is to share online video training sessions on topics that are common to us all, such as “Turning items from Overdue to Lost”, “Resolving Blocks”, etc. 

· London District Catholic SB has already done a trial of this type of training using a product called “Camtasia” and the boards will need to confer on whether this product is commonly available or affordable to the other boards

Group Pricing Negotiations
· Pricing for third-party licenses are still widely out of reach for school boards and we would encourage SirsiDynix to continue to negotiate group pricing for products such as, WebReporter and Syndetics.

· We would all be willing to sign a document or submit letters to MicroStrategy outlining our concerns with their current pricing plan, if it would be considered helpful to do so

· Until the pricing issue is resolved, we would like to learn more about the functionality and features of the Reports piece within 8.x

· Our interests include knowing which reports come as standards and we would like to see how these reports are displayed
