Frequently Asked Questions [FAQ] 

 Can I receive an email to remind me of due dates?  YES!  Login to BiblioCommons and click on 
Settings.  Make sure you have an email address listed and then click on Reminders to custom-
ize your reminders. 

 What is my PIN (personal identification number)?  Typically, your PIN is the last four digits of 
your phone number.  If you have problems logging in for the first time, contact the library. 

 Can I add comments or star rate something?  YES!  Let other readers know what you think about 
an item you have read, viewed or listened to.  Login to BiblioCommons, find the book/movie/cd 
you want to comment on, and click on the Comment link. 

 If you have other questions about BiblioCommons, call the library.
